The Patriots’ Ellis Hobbs is often
“picked on” by opponents, but that's
only because All-Pro Asante Samuel
mans the other cornerback spot.

FOXBORO — It’s hard to make a name for
yourself when you play in the same secondary
as Pro Bowl defensive back Asante Samuel, the
Patriots’ “franchise” defensive back who inter-
cepted a league-leading 10 regular-season pas-
ses last season.

And it’s because of the talented Samuel that
opposing quarterbacks have chosen to throw
more toward third-year corner Ellis Hobbs’
side of the field rather than risk a Samuel in-
terception.

It also may be because of Samuel’s talents
that Hobbs is the one who many television anal-
ysts and fans have “picked on” and labeled as
the “weak link” in the Patriots’ secondary,
which Hobbs says is untrue.

“These fans out here, they’ll turn against you
in a second,” Hobbs said. “The media, they’ll
turn against you in a second. But these guys [in
this locker room] know how hard I work. They
see my ups. They see my downs. They know
that I'm giving a consistent effort on the field
every time.”

While it has widely been reported on the
NFL Network and ESPN that Hobbs is having a
bad year because he is in the picture or making
a tackle on a big pass play or a touchdown,
Hobbs said commentators are only assuming
that the player he is tackling or trying to catch
up to is his responsibility. Often he’s not, and
Hobbs is either covering for someone else who
made a mistake or is supposed to get help and
none arrives.

He has a valid argument.

According to Stats Inc., an independent
sports information and statistical analysis com-
pany, opposing teams threw in Hobbs’ direc-
tion 106 times this season, ranking him 13th,
but Hobbs gave up only four touchdowns.
There were 44 defensive backs in the league
who gave up more touchdowns than Hobbs.

Receivers caught only 58 passes in those 106
pass attempts (54.7 success rate), which is a
low ratio compared to other defenders in the
league. Among defensive backs thrown against
at least 30 times, 156 of them were less success-
ful than Hobbs, so Hobbs said he tries not to let
what people outside of the Patriots’ locker
room say about him negatively bother him.
