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FRIARS DEFEATED BY NORTHEAST-

ERN... The Providence College men’s bas-
ketball team dropped its season opener, 70-
66, to Northeastern University on Saturday,
November 15 in the Dunkin’ Donuts Center.
Senior Weyinmi Efejuku (Fresh Meadows,
N.Y.) led the Friars with 16 points. Providence
fell to 0-1 on the year, while the Huskies im-
proved to 2-1. The two teams traded baskets
in the game’s first five minutes until Provi-
dence went on a 8-0 run over the next 5:58 to
make it 13-5, highlighted by a Jonathan Kale
(Mattapan, Mass.) three-point play. A steal
and dunk at the other end by senior Weyinmi
Efejuku (Fresh Meadows, N.Y.) made it 18-13
at the 8:12 mark, but the Huskies stormed
back and took the lead, 20-18, on a Eugene
Spates three-pointer with 4:55 left in the first
half. Northeastern played excellent defense,
forcing 12 first-half turnovers, and entered
halftime with a 26-25 lead. The Huskies came
out strong to start the second half behind
Matt Janning’s nine quick points and took a
40-34 lead with 13:26 to go in the contest. A
three-pointer by Northeastern’s Baptiste
Bataille with 9:11 remaining made it 51-40
Huskies, but back-to-back threes by Brian
McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.) and Jeff Xavier
(Pawtucket, R.I.) cut the Northeastern lead
to 51-46 at the 8:28 mark. McKenzie hit his
third three-pointer of the half to make it 55-
52 Huskies at 6:40 and a Geoff McDermott
(New Rochelle, N.Y.) three pointer tied the
game at 57 with 4:32 left. But Northeastern
hit three clutch three-pointers in the game’s
final four minutes to seal the game for the
Huskies. Janning led NU with 24 points and
pulled down six rebounds.

KALE HAS STRONG GAME... Senior
Jonathan Kale (Mattapan, Mass.) started the
Friars’ season opener versus Northeastern
on November 15 and had a strong game with
15 points and five rebounds.  He was 6-10
from the field.

FRIARS DOMINATE ON THE BOARDS...
The Friars outrebounded Northeastern, 41-
26, in the team’s loss to the Huskies on No-
vember 15.  PC had an impressive 22 offen-
sive rebounds.  Senior Geoff McDermott
(New Rochelle, N.Y.) led the Friars with a
game-high seven rebounds.

KELLOGG SITS WITH AN INJURY...
Sophomore Alex Kellogg (Columbus, Ohio)
did not play in the Friars’ season opener ver-
sus Northeastern on November 15 as he was
sidelined with a leg injury.  He is listed as
day-to-day.

BUSY FIRST WEEK... The Friars opened
the season on November 15 versus North-
eastern.  It marked the start of a busy week
for the Friars as the team plays four games in
eight days.  The Friars also will face
Dartmouth on November 18, Sacred Heart
on November 20 and Maine on November
22.

EFEJUKU ONE POINT SHY OF 1,000 CA-

REER POINTS... Senior Weyinmi Efejuku
(Fresh Meadows, N.Y.) scored 16 points ver-
sus Northeastern on November 15 and is one
point shy of 1,000 career points.  The senior
guard has recorded 999 points in 88 games.
He is averaging 11.4 ppg for his career as a
Friar.

EFEJUKU LEADS FRIARS IN EXHIBITION

ACTION... Senior guard Weyinmi Efejuku
(Fresh Meadows, N.Y.) led the Friars in scor-
ing in the team’s two exhibition games.  He
averaged 13.5 ppg.  Efejuku scored 11 points
versus Ottawa on November 1 and 15 points
against Slippery Rock on November 8.  He
was 9-19 (47.4 percent) from the field, includ-
ing 3-7 from three-point territory.  Efejuku
also averaged 5.0 rpg in the two wins.  Last
season, he averaged 11.6 ppg.

NEXT GAME... The Friars will return to ac-
tion on Thursday, November 20 versus Sa-
cred Heart at the Dunkin’ Donuts Center.  It
will mark the  second consecutive season
that the Friars’ have faced Sacred Heart.  Last
season, PC defeated Sacred Heart, 94-89, on
December 19, 2007 at the Dunkin’ Donuts
Center.  In the only other meeting all-time
between the two teams, the Friars earned an
85-76 win on December 19, 2001 at the
Dunkin’ Donuts Center.

FRIARS 2-0 IN EXHIBITION ACTION...
The Friars posted a 2-0 mark in exhibition
games this season.  PC defeated Ottawa, 85-
57, on November 1.  In the team’s final exhi-
bition game, the Friars earned a 105-84 win
over Slippery Rock.  Both games were played
at the Dunkin’ Donuts Center.

SEASON OUTLOOK... The Friars look to
make the NCAA Tournament for the first time

since 2004 under first year head coach Keno
Davis. Providence returns all five starters
from the 2007-08 squad and welcomes back
guard Sharaud Curry after an injury limited
the point guard to only one game last sea-
son. The strength of the Friars this season
should be the squad’s backcourt. Veterans
Curry, Weyinmi Efejuku, Jeff Xavier, Brian
McKenzie and Geoff McDermott all have
started for the team and have the ability to
produce on the offensive end. The Friar
frontcourt is filled with veterans who know
what it takes to compete in the BIG EAST.
Randall Hanke will fill the center position for
the Friars. At forward, Geoff McDermott led
PC in rebounding in 2007-08 for the third
consecutive season. Senior John Kale and
underclassmen Jamine Peterson and Alex
Kellogg look to fill out the forward position.

DAVIS COACHING THE FRIARS... Head
Coach Keno Davis begins his first season
on the Friars’ sideline. Davis was hired on
April 15, 2008 as the 14th head coach in the
history of the program. In his first season as
a head coach in 2007-08, Davis took Drake
to the NCAA Tournament and led the team
to a 28-5 mark, capturing the Missouri Valley
Conference regular season and tournament
titles. For his efforts, he earned six national
coach of the year awards.

MCDERMOTT HAS STARTED 90 CON-

SECUTIVE GAMES... Senior Geoff
McDermott (New Rochelle, N.Y.) has started
every game of his career at Providence.  Now
in his fourth season, he has started 90
straight games.  McDermott could break
Donnie McGrath’s record of 117 career starts
at Providence.  He also could become the
first Friar to start every game during a four-
year career.

EXPERIENCED GROUP TAKES THE

FLOOR IN 2008-09... The Friars return all
five starters from last season and seven of
the 11 scholarship players on the roster are
juniors and seniors. In addition, Providence
returns junior point guard Sharaud Curry
(Gainseville, Ga.), who missed the 2007-08
season due to injury.

PROVIDENCE PICKED 10TH IN BIG EAST

PRESEASON RANKINGS... PC placed 10th
among the 16 BIG EAST squads in the Pre-
season Coaches’ Poll released on Wednes-
day, October 22 at BIG EAST Media Day at
Madison Square Garden in New York, N.Y.
Connecticut was picked to finish first, fol-
lowed by Louisville, Pittsburgh and Notre
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Dame.

TOUGH SCHEDULE AHEAD... In 2008-09,
Providence will play 13 teams that qualified
for the postseason last year. Baylor,
Georgetown, Marquette, Connecticut,
Villanova, West Virginia, Louisville, Notre
Dame and Pittsburgh all made the NCAA
Tournament, while Rhode Island and Syra-
cuse each reached the NIT. Brown and Cin-
cinnati qualified for the CBI.

TEAM TO COMPETE IN 76 CLASSIC...

Providence will compete in the 76 Classic in
Anaheim, Calif. from November 27-30. The
Friars will face Baylor on November 27 in a
Thanksgiving night matchup on ESPN2 at
11:30 p.m. On November 28, PC will play ei-
ther Arizona State or Charlotte and either Cal
State Fullerton, UTEP, Charlotte or Wake
Forest on November 30.

FRIARS LOSE HALL TO INJURY... Junior
center Ray Hall (Denver, Colo.) has suffered
an injury that will prevent him from continu-
ing his collegiate athletic career. Hall plans
to remain with the team and will continue to
pursue his bachelor’s degree at Providence
College. Hall played in 41 games over two
seasons as a Friar, averaging 2.0 points and
1.7 rebounds per game.

PROVIDENCE ALL-TIME... In 82 seasons
of basketball, the Friars have posted a 1,255-
825 mark (.604). The team's all-time record at
the Dunkin' Donuts Center is 437-179 (.709).
In  2007-08, Providence registered  a 10-5 mark
at the Dunkin' Donuts Center.

FRIARS SHOOT FOR THREE, RANKED

SECOND IN BIG EAST... The Friars were
very active from behind the three-point arc
this past season.  Through 31 games, the
team was 233-619 (37.6 percent) from three-
point territory.  The team ranked second in
the league in three-point field goal at 37.6
percent.

MCDERMOTT LED THE TEAM IN RE-

BOUNDING...  Senior forward Geoff
McDermott (New Rochelle, N.Y.) led the team
in rebounding, averaging 8.1 boards per game
last season.  It marked the third consecutive
season that he led the Friars in rebounding.
McDermott grabbed 14 rebounds in the Fri-
ars’ 81-79 overtime win at Cincinnati on
March 2, 2008. He recorded 10 or more re-
bounds in a game 11 times in 2008 and 35
times in his career.

MCDERMOTT REGISTERED 150 AND

250 FOR SECOND CONSECUTIVE

YEAR... Senior Geoff McDermott had an-
other record setting season in 2008 as he
recorded 250 rebounds and 151 assists for
the second straight season. He is the only
person in the history of Friar basketball to
accomplish this feat and he has done it twice.

XAVIER LED THE TEAM IN SCORING...
Senior guard Jeff Xavier (Pawtucket, R.I.) led
the Friars in scoring last season, averaging
12.4 ppg. He  registered four 20 + point per-
formances in 2007-08.

XAVIER LED THE BIG EAST IN STEALS...
Junior guard Jeff Xavier (Pawtucket, R.I.) led
the BIG EAST in steals last season.  He av-
eraged 2.26 steals per game.  Xavier finished
the season ranked 20th in the nation in steals.
He made five or more steals in a game four
times in 2008.  He became the first Friar to
lead the league in steals since John Linehan
accomplished the feat in 2002.

HANKE HAS IMPRESSIVE FIELD GOAL

PERCENTAGE...  Senior forward Randall
Hanke (New York, N.Y.)  shot 63.3 percent
from the floor in 2008.  He ranked second in
the BIG EAST in field goal percentage.  He
made 107 of his 169 field goal attempts.  For
his career, Hanke is shooting 67.3 percent
(339-504). His 67.3 percent average ranks top
all-time at Providence College.  In 2005-06,
Hanke led the nation in field goal percent-
age with a 67.7 percent average (149-220).

MCKENZIE TOPS FROM THREE... Junior
Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.) led the Fri-
ars in three-point shooting percentage last
season.  McKenzie was 56-138 (40.6 percent)
from behind the arc.

XAVIER HAS BUSY SUMMER OF AC-

TION... Senior Jeff Xavier (Pawtucket, R.I.)
had a busy summer of action on the court.
Xavier competed for the Cape Verdean Na-
tional Team in July.  He played two games
for Cape Verde as they attempted to qualify
for the Summer Olympic Games in Beijing,
China.  Although the team did not qualify,
Xavier was impressive, averaging 21.5 points
and 5.0 rebounds in the two contests.  He
scored 22 points and grabbed eight re-
bounds against New Zealand and registered
21 points and two rebounds against Ger-
many.

MCDERMOTT EARNED NABC ALL-DIS-

TRICT 1 HONORS... Providence College

senior forward/guard Geoff McDermott
(New Rochelle, N.Y.) was named to the Na-
tional Association of Basketball Coaches
(NABC) All-District 1 Second Team on Tues-
day, March 4, 2008.  It marked the second
consecutive season that McDermott earned
NABC Second Team accolades.

MCDERMOTT EARNS BIG EAST HON-

ORABLE MENTION... Senior Geoff
McDermott (New Rochelle, N.Y.) earned All-
BIG EAST Honorable Mention accolades
last season.  It marked the second consecu-
tive season that he earned league honorable
mention accolades.  McDermott averaged
10.4 ppg and 8.2 rpg.

JOHN EGAN TO HAVE HIS NUMBER RE-

TIRED... Providence College will honor one
of its greatest backcourt players of all-time
on Saturday, February 21 at the men’s bas-
ketball game versus Notre Dame at the
Dunkin’ Donuts Center. The College will
honor John Egan ’61 by unveiling a banner
in the rafters of the Dunkin’ Donuts Center
with his name and his number 34.  Egan will
become the fifth player, and seventh mem-
ber of the Friar basketball family, to be hon-
ored as part of the Friar Legends Forever
Tradition. Egan played the point guard and
shooting guard positions during his four
years at Providence. As a senior, he aver-
aged 18.8 points per game and earned Sec-
ond Team All-America honors. Also during
his senior season, Egan helped lead the Fri-
ars to their first NIT title. A native of Weaver,
Conn., he earned NIT All-Tournament Team
honors in 1959 and 1961. In his three sea-
sons of varsity basketball (freshmen were
not eligible to participate), he averaged 17.9
points per game (1,434 points), while shoot-
ing 42.7 percent from the field. Egan recorded
an impressive 20.9 ppg as a sophomore. Egan
was selected 12th in the 1961 NBA Draft by
the Detroit Pistons. He played 11 seasons in
the NBA and averaged 7.8 ppg.

RENOVATIONS COMPLETE ON THE

DUNKIN’ DONUTS CENTER... In Septem-
ber, work was completed on the $80 million
renovation project to the Dunkin’ Donuts
Center.  The three-year project turned the
building into one of the most state-of-the-
art arenas in college basketball.  The entire
arena was renovated, including the lobby,
the lockerrooms, the box office,  the conces-
sion stands, and the restaurant.  New addi-
tions to the facility include a new video
scoreboard and 20 luxury suites.
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On April 15, 2008, the Keno

Davis era began at Providence
College. The 36-year-old Davis
became the 14th head coach of
the College’s storied men’s bas-
ketball program.

“It is an honor to now be a
part of Providence College bas-
ketball and it is a dream come
true for me to be in the BIG
EAST,” Davis said after being in-
troduced as the new head coach

at the College. “I want to make Providence and the entire
state of Rhode Island excited about college basketball. I think
it’s at a tipping point where we can do something special here!”

Davis came to PC after spending the 2007-08 season as
the head coach at Drake University. Davis, a 1995 graduate
of the University of Iowa, was named the 2008 National Coach
of the Year by six organizations, including the Associated Press,
the U.S. Basketball Writers Association and The Sporting
News.

In making the appointment, Providence College President
Reverend Brian Shanley, O.P. said, “We are very excited to
have Keno Davis leading our men’s basketball program. We
were looking for someone who could inspire and I believe he
will. Keno talked to us about developing the right kind of char-
acter in his players and as a priest and a teacher, the thing I
care about most with respect to athletics is not winning, but
it’s building character. I believe that we have a coach who
will build the character of our student-athletes. And, oh yes,
he will win!”

In his first season as a head coach, Davis led the Drake
Bulldogs to a 28-5 mark, which included a 15-3 record in the
Missouri Valley Conference. His team captured its first MVC
regular season title since 1971 and its first ever MVC Tour-
nament title. Drake became the first MVC school to win both
the regular season and league tournament titles since 2002.
For his efforts, he was named the Missouri Valley Confer-
ence Coach of the Year. The Bulldogs also made their first
trip to the NCAA Tournament since 1971. Drake was de-
feated in the First Round of the NCAA Tournament by West-
ern Kentucky, 101-99, in overtime.

During the 2008 season, Drake was nationally ranked for
a school-record eight consecutive weeks. The Bulldogs fin-
ished ranked 14th in the Associated Press Poll and 23rd in the
ESPN/USA Today Coaches Poll. Davis had all this success
in his first season after inheriting a team that was 17-15 in
2007 and lost four starters to graduation. His 2008 squad was
picked to finish ninth in the MVC.

“I believe Keno Davis has the knowledge, passion, com-
mitment and ability to bring Providence College basketball to
another level,” Providence College Athletics Director Bob

Driscoll said. “Throughout his career he has demonstrated
that he is an excellent leader and teacher. From the first mo-
ment I met Keno, I was impressed with his competitive na-
ture and his desire to return Friar basketball to national promi-
nence. His hiring is one of the many steps we have taken to
improve the Friar men’s basketball program.”

Prior to being selected as the head coach at Drake, Davis
served as an assistant under his father, Dr. Tom Davis, at
Drake from 2003-07. He began his coaching career in 1995
as an assistant under Bruce Pearl at Southern Indiana. He
left Southern Indiana in 1997 and took an assistant position
under Gary Garner at Southeast Missouri State. He was at
Southeast Missouri State for six seasons.

Although he never lived in Rhode Island prior to becom-
ing the Friars’ head coach, Davis was no stranger to New
England. In fact, he spent much of his childhood just one hour
from the Ocean State as he lived on Commonwealth Avenue
in Newton, Massachusetts adjacent to the Boston College
campus. Davis’ father, Tom, served as the head coach of the
Eagles from 1977-82. While living in Massachusetts, Keno
Davis grew to love New England and appreciate college bas-
ketball. He also saw the early days of the BIG EAST and has
watched closely as the league has become a basketball pow-
erhouse.

Keno Davis was exposed to basketball at a very young
age as he watched his father as a head coach. Dr. Tom Davis
is one of the winningest coaches all-time in the NCAA. In 32
seasons as a head coach at Lafayette (1971-77), Boston Col-
lege (1977-82), Stanford (1982-86), Iowa (1986-99) and Drake
(2003-07), he registered a 598-355 mark (.628), which in-
cluded 18 post-season appearances and 16 20-win seasons.
He also was named the 1987 Associated Press National
Coach of the Year. When Keno earned the same honor in
2007, it marked the first time ever that a father and son duo
had captured the national coach of the year honor.

Keno Davis has written two books on basketball, “Pres-
sure Defense” which was published in 1994 and “Camp Suc-
cess” published in 2004.

Davis and wife, Krista, have one son, Brady, who was
born on November 12, 2007.

A steal and dunk at the other end by senior Weyinmi Efejuku (Fresh Mead-

ows, N.Y.) made it 18-13 at the 8:12 mark, but the Huskies stormed back

and took the lead, 20-18, on a Eugene Spates three-pointer with 4:55 left

in the first half. Northeastern played excellent defense, forcing 12 first-half

turnovers, and entered halftime with a 26-25 lead. The Huskies came out

strong to start the second half behind Matt Janning’s nine quick points and

took a 40-34 lead with 13:26 to go in the contest. A three-pointer by

Northeastern’s Baptiste Bataille with 9:11 remaining made it 51-40 Hus-

kies, but back-to-back threes by Brian McKenzie (Brooklyn, N.Y.) and Jeff

Xavier (Pawtucket, R.I.) cut the Northeastern lead to 51-46 at the 8:28 mark.

McKenzie hit his third three-pointer of the half to make it 55-52 Huskies at

6:40 and a Geoff McDermott (New Rochelle, N.Y.) triple tied the game at 57

with 4:32 left. But Northeastern hit three clutch three-pointers in the game’s

final four minutes to seal the game for the Huskies.
