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PROVIDENCE — Over the past two decades, the
gap between the richest and poorest families in-
creased more in Rhode Island than in any other state
except Connecticut, according to a national study
that is being released this morning.

Leaders of The Poverty Institute at the Rhode Is-
land College School of Social Work hope the report
will help guide state officials grappling with a pro-
jected $384-million budget deficit in the coming fis-

cal year. They say it highlights the need to avoid cut-
ting government programs aimed at keeping people
in the work force.

“We need to bring up the bottom,” said Linda
Katz, policy director for The Poverty Institute.
“That’s where the real problem is in the Rhode Island
economy. The report sends the message that pro-
grams that help people remain in the work force, like
medical assistance and child-care support, are be-
coming more vital as the economy hits a recession.”

The study, “Pulling Apart: A State-by-State Anal-

ysis of Income Trends,” was conducted by the Cen-
ter on Budget and Policy Priorities, a nonprofit re-
search organization, and the Economic Policy Insti-
tute, a nonprofit think tank. Both organizations are
based in Washington, D.C., and receive much of
their money from foundations. The center was
founded in 1981 to analyze federal budget priorities
“with particular emphasis on the impact of various
budget choices on low-income Americans.” The in-
stitute was founded in 1986 “to broaden the discus-
sion of economic policy to include the interests of
low- and moderate-income workers.”

The study found that from the late 1980s through
the mid-2000s, Rhode Island ranked second in the
growth of the gap between the richest 20 percent of

BOSTON — The baseball fans of New En-
gland exorcized a 20th-century ghost and the
Boston Red Sox, the defending World Series
champions, did the rest yesterday, winning
their home opener with a 5-0 shutout of the
Detroit Tigers before the usual sellout crowd at
sun-splashed Fenway Park.

Known as baseball’s laughable losers, the

team that went 86 years without winning a
championship in the 20th century, the Red Sox
are the envy of baseball in the 21st, having won
two World Series in the new century — two
more, of course, than a certain American
League team that calls Bronx, N.Y., home.

As is always the case in the year following a
World Series victory, the pregame festivities
were florid and lengthy. The Sox rolled out all
of the pomp — flyovers by F-16 fighter planes,
hoisting the championship banner up the flag-
pole, presenting players with World Series
rings — and saved the emotion for the end.

Minutes before the game was to start, Bill

Buckner, goat of the 1986 Red Sox World Se-
ries collapse, walked to the pitcher’s mound to
throw out the ceremonial first pitch. He was
greeted with thunderous applause from all
parts of the stadium.

A standout hitter known for one costly error,
the mere mention of Buckner’s name was
forbidden among Sox fans for 18 years — until
the 2004 championship wiped away the legacy
of losing. A second championship last year has
transformed New Englanders from fans who
believed nothing good would ever
