At all times relevant hereto,
defendant Merchants was a subsidiary of Defendant Merchants Insurance
Group.

. Defendant, Merchants Insurance Group (“Merchants Group™), is upon
information and belief, an insurance company organized and existing under
the laws of the State of New York, with a principal place of business in
Buffalo, New York.

. Defendant, National Fire Insurance Coinpany of Hartford (“National Fire”) is,
upon information and belief, an insurance company with a principal place of
business at CNA Plaza, Chicago, Illinois.

. Defendant, CNA Insurance Company (“CNA”) is, upon information and
belief, an insurance company with its principal place of business in Deerfield,
Tlinois.

. Defendant, Derco, LLC (“Derco”) is a limited liability company organized
and existing under the laws of the State of Rhode Island, with its principal

Facts and Background |

13. Plaintiff Triton Limited owns real property located at 211 Cowesett Avenue,
West Warwick, Rhode Island (the “Property”) and so owned such Property on
February 20, 2003.

14. Plaintiff Triton Inc. at'all relevant times has acted as the general partner of
Triton Limited, and during its entire existence, Triton Inc. has served no other
purpose, nor engaged in any other business.

15. On March 1, 2000, Triton Ltd., through Triton Inc., agreed to and began
leasing the Property to Defendant Derco, LLC.

16. On February 20, 2003, while under the control of Derco, LLC, which control
had been exercised by Derco LLC, continuously since March 1, 2000, the
Property suffered a fire which claimed numerous lives aﬂd injured many
persons.

17. During the term of the lease of the Property to Derco, LLC, by Triton Inc.
and Triton Limited, Rhode Island law concerning commercial landlord
